Enclosed please find the FixaPet Program description which will answer all of your questions 
about how the program works. It includes a list of procedures for you so that you know exactly 
what to do and what to expect. 
 

Also enclosed is the consent and waiver form. Please read but do not sign this form. We will 
review the information with you when you come to the Shelter. 
 

Please bring the waiver form with you when you bring your cat(s) and/or dog(s) on Thursday 
between 8:00 and 8:30 AM.   Please be prompt!! 
 

Please be sure to withhold food from your pets after 8:00 p.m. on Wednesday night.  (If your 
pet is a kitten or puppy less than six months old, it may still have food in the evening.  Do not 
give breakfast on Thursday morning.)   It is OK for your pets to have water.   
 

Below is a list of other services offered through the FixaPet program for an additional fee.  We 
will be happy to assist with your pet’s needs.  If you are interested in any of these items, be 
sure to indicate that when you bring your pet to the Shelter on Thursday.  If you wish to 
booster your pet’s previous vaccinations, please be sure to bring documentation showing 
what vaccinations your pet has already had.

CCHS is located 7 miles southeast of Neillsville on Highway 73.  Many GPS units and mapping programs will 
show us north of Neillsville.  Please note that we are on Highway 73 South.  Below are directions to CCHS 
from some of the most common locations.  A local Neillsville map is shown below that. 
 
Eau Claire (55 miles) I-94 to Osseo/Fairchild Exit #88. Turn left onto Hwy 10 at exit ramp. Stay on Hwy 10 until you reach 
the edge of Neillsville. Turn right onto Hwy 73/95 at BP gas station. 3 1/2 miles south of Neillsville Hwy 73 makes a sharp 
turn to your left. Stay on 73, we'll be located 4 miles down the road on your left hand side. Our sign is out in front. 
  
Madison (150 miles) I-94 West to Black River Falls/Merrillan Exit #115 onto Highway 12.  Stay on Hwy 12 to Merrillan and 
then turn right on Highway 95.  Stay on Hwy 95 for approximately 13 miles.  Then turn right onto Highway 73.  CCHS will 
be located 4 miles down the road on your left hand side. 
  
Marshfield (30 miles) Take Hwy 13 South of Marshfield.  Turn right onto Highway 10 West headed for Neillsville.  Turn left 
onto County W (just before the Village of Lynn). At the stop sign, turn right onto Hwy 73. We'll be on the right hand side 6 
1/2 miles down the road.  

Milwaukee (214 miles) I-94 West to Madison.  I-94 West to Black River Falls/Merrillan Exit #115 onto Highway 12.  Stay 
on Hwy 12 to Merrillan and then turn right on Highway 95.  Stay on Hwy 95 for approximately 13 miles.  Then turn right 
onto Highway 73.  CCHS will be located 4 miles down the road on your left hand side. 

Stevens Point (65 miles) Take Highway 10 West to County Trunk W (just before the Village of Lynn). Turn left onto 
County W. At the stop sign, turn right onto Hwy 73. We'll be on the right hand side 6 1/2 miles down the road.  

Twin Cities (150 miles) I-94 East to Osseo/Fairchild Exit #88. Turn left onto Hwy 10 at exit ramp. Stay on Hwy 10 until you 
reach the edge of Neillsville. Turn right onto Hwy 73/95 at BP gas station. 3 1/2 miles south of Neillsville Hwy 73 makes a 
sharp turn to your left. Stay on 73, we'll be located 4 miles down the road on your left hand side.  
  
Wausau (75 miles)  Highway 29 West to Highway 73 Withee/Greenwood exit.  Turn left on Highway 73.  Stay on 73 until 
you come to Neillsville.  Go through downtown Neillsville and turn right at traffic light on Division Street intersection.  Go 
one block and turn left by BP Station onto Highway 73/95.  3 1/2 miles south of Neillsville Hwy 73 makes a sharp turn to 
your left. Stay on 73, we'll be located 4 miles down the road on your left hand side. 
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
